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A Message from Mrs Rogers 
Welcome back to the final half term of this interesting and challenging 
year. I hope you all had a great break, enjoying the wonderful weather 
and some of the activities that are now open to us. So far this week, the 
lovely sunshine has continued – we are certainly glad that the windows 
are open now!

On Tuesday, KS1 were lucky to 
work with Coach Nemo 
(gymnastic coach) and on 
Wednesday the school funded a 
visit from Andy Turner. Andy is a 3 
x Olympic athlete, a European and 
Commonwealth champion and a 
World Championship Bronze 
medallist in the 110m hurdles discipline. For almost a decade 
Andy was the premier sprint hurdler in the UK and amassed 9 
National titles to add to his medal collection. 4 years prior to 

becoming the European and Commonwealth champion Andy won bronze medals in the same 
championships kick starting his international medal tally. His rise to becoming a champion was far from 
simple and is proof of what hard work, COURAGE and dedication can achieve; a message he is keen 
on passing to the youth of today. The message behind Andy’s story portrays a boy who wasn't as 
naturally talented as other athletes but someone who worked hard to achieve what he wanted - AGAIN 
a message we are trying to share with our pupils at Clanfield. 

With the recent announcement from the Government and 
the advice from OCC, we have taken the decision to 
postpone Sports Day for families but each year group will 
continue with their competitive hour and we hope to be 
able to offer a short visit for our Yr. 6 families.
